If you are planning on holding an Official Tournament* you MUST complete this form to have it sanctioned (events run by
the Section staff at your facility are exceptions). This also includes any event at your club that meets the definition of an
Official Tournament*, even if you are not “running” it (e.g. MISGA, a Charity event, etc.).

Your event must not conflict with any Section Tournament, Section Meeting (including the day before and the day after), or
any Chapter meeting or Chapter Tournament within your Chapter. To view the most up to date MAPGA schedule, please
visit MAPGA.com and scroll to the bottom of the home page to find the link/icon for “MAPGA Calendar”. IN ADDITION ALL
OFFICIAL TOURNAMENTS MUST ADHERE TO THE MAPGA DRESS CODE (MALE PGA PROFESSIONALS MUST WEAR SLACKS)
AND NO PGA PROFESSIONAL MAY CONSUME ALCOHOL DURING THE ROUND OR ANY PLAYOFF. An important reminder,
on March 11t, 2019 the MAPGA Board of Directors passed that all Professionals can wear shorts for any event in
June, July, August. This is completely optional. Please indicate whether shorts will be allowed if you Pro-Am is
scheduled for June, July, or August. Please refer to the MAPGA Tournament Regulations and Policies for more information
regarding the host professional’s responsibilities.

Because scheduling is often a moving target, your event date is subject to being “bumped” by a change in the Section
or Chapter calendar until March 1st. After March 1st your date will be locked in, but the Section or Chapter is not
precluded from using your date.

This form may be turned in any time BEFORE your event takes place. Events will NOT be sanctioned retroactively. Hosts of
events that need to be sanctioned but are not sanctioned before it occurs will be fined a minimum of $250.

An Official Tournament is considered to be any event held within the geographic boundaries of the Middle Atlantic PGA
during the official tournament season in which ten or more MAPGA members and/or apprentices

e arerequired to pay an entry fee to participate and/or

e compete for a professional purse and/or

e compete for any portion of a team purse and/or

e receive an appearance fee for participating in the event
Exception: A “pick-up game,” defined as 16 or fewer MAPGA Professionals (members and/or apprentices) in good standing (no
participating amateurs or non-PGA professionals) playing for entry fees only will not be considered an official tournament.
They shall not solicit nor play for added money. Membership classification is not a determining factor in the total number of
participants. All facilities hosting an official tournament must employ a PGA member or PGA apprentice. An official
tournament is subject to any tournament fees as listed in Article I1I, Section 1 of the Tournament Regulations.
